Letter of interest

Complete and lodge an 
expression of interest (EOI), 
including initial equity 
position.

2
Initial meeting

Informal expectations and 
get to know you. You will 
be asked to complete an 
extensive on-line franchise 
profile questionnaire.

3
Formal interview

Full overview of the 
franchise programe, 
including roles and 
expectations of both 
parties. Full outline of  
the Bridgestone Select 
system and what’s 
involved.

4
Detailed financial  
information

Lodge the following 
information: 
- equity status 
- funding proposal 
- proposed business plan 
- cash-flow projections

5
Issue formal 
documents

Disclosure documents. 
Draft franchise agreement 
and completed schedules. 
Commitment to a time-line 
and dates.
There is 14-day cooling 
off period during 
which you should seek 
independent advice.

6
Signing, commitment 
and payment of fees

Sign the franchise documents, 
security papers and lease 
documents. Pay initial 
franchise fee and training fee.
There is a further 7-day 
cooling off period from here.

Training

Receive full copy of the 
Confidential Operations 
Manual. Franchisee 
training commences at 
the national facility and in 
your home state.

Support and  
follow-up

Bridgestone in-store 
support and on-going 
training commences.
